Séminaine d'Histoine des Mathématiques 11 that they do not know the king from whom
Sonya Kovalevskaya was descended, When her father's family applied for recognition as

nobility during the 1850s, they claimed from a Hungarian king Matthew "Corvus", from
whom they adopted the name Korvin-Krukovsky."
